BROADCAST MICROPHONE WITH PROFESSIONAL FOLDABLE ARM

APMIC3



Mounting

1. Attach the clamp base to a desk. Adjustable thickness from 15-60mm. 
Tighten clamp to secure.
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2. Insert the micarm into the 
secured base. 



Assembly
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3. Attach the microphone to the micarm. To power the microphone, insert 
one end of the supplied USB cable into the microphones port (1), and the 
other end to a compatible port of your computer (2).

4. When speaking into the microphone, angle as pictured below.
The distance from the mouth should be about 1 inch, or 10 - 40mm for 
optimal recording. 
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Headphone Connection
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5. Headphones can be attached via the audio output. Volume can be 
adjusted sliding the volume button left and right. NOTE: Adjusting volume 
will only affect microphone headphone output. 

6. Microphone volume and gain adjustment. 

7. Pressing the button will cycle through the different LED ring colours.
RGB Breathing, Green, Ice Blue, Blue, Purple-Pink, Corel Pink, Lime 
Green. Holding the button will turn off the LED Ring

Type C USB input



 

1. Once you plug the free end of the provided USB cable into the USB port on 
your computer. Your computer will automatically recognize the USB device 
and automatically install built-in drivers if needed.

2. To select the APMIC3 as your audio input, first open your System 
Preferences

NOTE:  Many recording software programs are available online. Audacity is 
widely used free software for recording and editing sounds. It is available 
online at http://sourceforge.net

3. Next, click Sound to display the Sound Preference panel.

4. Click the input tab and select the APMIC3 as the device for sound input.

Your preferences are now set to use the APMIC3 on your Mac with Garage 
Band or another recording program of your choice.

Preliminary setup with Windows 7/10/11

1. Plug the free end of the USB cable into the USB port on your computer.
 Your computer will automatically recognize the USB device and automatically 
install built-in drivers if needed. 

 2. To select the APMIC3 as your default recording device, begin at your 
START menu. Select Settings   



Your preferences are now set to use the APMIC3 with Windows 7/10/11 using 
the recording program of your choice.  

3. The following screen will pop up
4. Select Sound 
5. Select Input window and choose APMIC3 as the default device.
6. Click on Device Properties to select the levels tab to adjust microphone 
level (loudness). You may need to come back to this window to readjust the 
level after you begin recording. 

Preliminary setup with Windows 7/10/11 (Continued)



Setting your software levels
Correct adjustment of microphone level is important for optimum performance. 
Ideally, the microphone level should be as high as possible without 
overloading the input of your computer. If you hear distortion, or if your 
recording program shows levels that are consistently overloaded (at peak 
levels), turn the microphone volume (or level) down, either through your 
control panel (or system preferences) settings, or through your recording 
software. If your recording program shows insufficient level, you can increase 
the microphone gain either from the control panel (or system preferences) 
settings or through your recording program.
